Before School Supervision

Parents are reminded direct supésion is provided for 4& student from 8:45am each morning under the COLA,
however staff are on site from 8:30am at both campuses and able to assist students if n€adgdstudents who
access Before School Care should be on site before 8:30am. Rdeded your child they can come to their campus
Front Office if they need assistance at any time.

Preschool parents must accompany their child into the preschool classrooms at 9am to sign student in. No supervisi
or access to the classrooms can be ggdrbefore the program begins. Prior to 9am parents are welcome to access the
outside areas of preschool playground and undercover areas.

Absences & ACT Secondary Bursary

eligible for the oneoff payment after 5 days of unexplained absence in the previous six months.

Accident/Incident Report or Notification of a Critical Incident together with any accompanying witness statements.

The Directorate usually provides the form and any other information relevant to the accident/incident to the ACT
Insurance Authority and the ACT GovernmenticBor. Information may also be provided to WorkSafe ACT in
accordance with the ACT Work Health and Safety Act 2011.

Schools have a duty of care to keep students safe. Where an mjungident occurs, schools have ahligation to
determine what haviappened and therefore may question students. Schools may also ask students to make statement
in writing and to sign these statements.

Insurance and Ambulance Transport

The ACT Education Directorate does not provide any insurance cover for digese or iliness to students resulting
from school activities or schoorganised excursions. Claims for compensation are met where there is a legal liability
to do so. Liability is not automatic and depends on the circumstances in which any inpagsalior illness was
sustained.

As there is no automatic insurance cover for personal injury if your child is injured at school or during a school organis
activity/excursion you should therefore consider whether taking out personal insurance coveodorchild is

warranted.

This insurance might cover contingencies including medical/hospital expenses, ambulance transport outside the AC
and cancellation of transport/accommodation or loss of/damage to luggage.

The ACT Ambulance Service provides rmbulance transport for students who are injured or suddenly become ill at
school or during an approved school organised activity within the ACT.
