“At Wanniassa School we have got something for every student no matter what their specialist area is and no matter what their success is. They experience leadership first-hand.” Shane Gorman, Principal at Wanniassa School.
“I have been selected as school captain for this year, so I get to organise things going on around the school and voice student’s opinions.” Student.
“When I first walked in the door at Wanniassa School I was impressed at how the students were engaging with each other and with the teachers. I knew that there was a great culture here and that this was a good place to be.” Shane Gorman.
“The teachers here at Wanniassa are great. They are really supportive and they understand you. You get an instant bond with them.” Student.
“The thing I like most about Wanniassa School is the small environment. Nothing is too far away, so if you need a teachers help it’s ten metres down the hall. You just pop into the office and say “hey Gilly I need your help with my science work”. She would say “Yep”. Sit you down, right then and get it sorted.” Student.
“The students are able to follow their passions and when you can follow your passions, you are a motivated learner to start with. Through that passion we are then able to give them the skills, give them the learning that they need to achieve curriculum outcomes.” Shane Gorman.
“We plan goals both individually and the whole class to work towards. Each lesson is structured so that we know what we are going to do and we can plan so that we make sure we achieve what we want.” Student.
“Every student through those high school years has a change of plan about what it is that they want to do. What we are providing for them is engagement in the area they are passionate about. Some students will try something and they realise that is not for them. But that is not time wasted because there is learning happening there and they are able to change their passion and follow new ideas. It actually opens doors. It does not close them.” Shane Gorman.
“I am going to start my internship this Friday at the Stromlo Astrophysics Centre. I am looking at some of the stars and maybe I will find my own stars if I am really lucky.” Student.
“Our key focus in 2015 is to really consolidate that transition from year six through to the end of year ten, even beyond year ten. The way we are doing that is engaging with the teachers in the three feeder school and those teachers are actually going to be working here on at Wanniassa School on the senior campus next year as their year seven teacher, so that transition is absolutely seamless for every one of our students.” Shane Gorman.
